Total of $750,000 available to award. Concern expressed by Commission that several applications were incomplete, and applications were getting away from intent and constraints from grant program and NRS 490. The Commission would like to see more applications to build new trails and conservation and rehabilitation efforts. The Commission would like improved effort in quarterly reporting and branding of OHV Programming on completed projects.

Commissions deliberated in order of highest scores to lowest scores ranked list.
1. Nevada Offroad Association – Full funding of $177,000 awarded.
2. Elko Motocross Club – Full funding of $137,524 awarded. 
3. Town of Pahrump – Full funding of $81,900 awarded.
4. Humboldt County Sheriff's Office - Full funding of $22,151 awarded.
5. Winnemucca Motocross Association, Inc – Full funding of $112,900 awarded.
6. Tread Lightly! Inc. – Full funding of $112,560 awarded.
7. Town of Tonopah – Concerns that the project supported rodeo events not OHV related activities. No funding awarded. Suggested they reapply in a future grant round with a larger emphasis on OHV use.
8. Storey County Sheriff's Office – Full funding of $36,862 awarded.
9. Rail Aware Inc. – Likes the intent of the project but the Commission recommends application should be reworked, building out additional information, adding a more concrete plan and deliverables, and apply on a future round.
10. Whatever M/C – Commission will not fund direct race costs. Funding of $12,000 awarded.
Commissioner Ravago needed to excuse himself partway through deliberation on this grant. 

Motion to approve grants as discussed made by a Commissioner. Motion seconded by a Commissioner. Unanimous vote to approve. Total amount awarded $692,897.
